· Economics (continued)

· Interventionism is the economics mindset for Secular Humanism.
· FSGB came to America in 1905 and formed the Intercollegiate Socialist Society
· In the 1930’s it began to be called the League for Industrial Democracy, lead by John Dewey, the father of progressive education.
· Currently, in the U.S. House of Representatives, there are four socialist organizations:
· The Progressive Democrats of America (six house members)
· The Congressional Progressive Caucus (seventy-four house members)
· The Congressional Black Caucus (forty-three house members)
· The Democratic Socialists of America (won’t release numbers)
· In the USHR, there are twenty chairs.  Eleven of the twenty are chaired by members of one of the socialist organizations.
· St. Paul’s take on economics:  “The thief must no longer steal. Instead, he must do honest work with his own hands, so that he has something to share with anyone in need.” Eph. 4:28

 “I believe a man is happier, and happy in a richer way, if he has the freeborn mind.  But, I doubt whether he can have this without economic independence, which the new society [Fabian Socialism] is abolishing.  For economic independence allows an education not controlled by government; and an adult life is the man who needs and asks nothing of government who can criticize its acts and snap his fingers its ideology…  Who will talk like that when the state is everyone’s schoolmaster and employee?”
