· The Geological Column, which dates the earth as 4.5 Billion years old, has never been found anywhere in the world.
· Only five have been found in the Grand Canyon, and they are upside down from what they are supposed to be.
· Look for Charles Lyell, the father of modern-day geology, invented the Geological Column.

· Lived in the mid-nineteenth century; lawyer who became interested in geology

· Invented the Geological Column, not based on science, but solely on the philosophical idea of Darwinian Evolution

· If the Geological Column does not exist, then how old is the earth?

· 6,000 years.  The only reason the earth is dated older than that is solely because the theory of evolution necessitates an old earth.

· Dinosaurs – major problem for evolutionists.  They cannot figure out how dinosaurs became extinct.
· The word ‘dinosaur’ only used since 1850.  Previous to that, they were called ‘dragons.’

· In 1850, Dr. Robert Owen, founder of the British Museum of Natural History, coined the term dinosaur from the Greek word ‘dinosaurus’ meaning “terrible lizard.”

· All reptiles will continue to grow as long as they live.  Prior to the flood, man was living around 1,000 years.  If man was living that long, we would assume that all other creatures were living that length of time.  If reptiles are the only classification of animals that continue to grow as long as they live, you would have dinosaurs.

· Dinosaur museums have displays that explain the dinosaurs were buried by a massive flood under water, sedimentation and mud flows.
· Genesis 7:11-24 explains how dinosaurs became extinct.

· 95% of all dinosaurs found were less than two feet tall, most being the size of a chicken or a dog.

· Only 5% found were the large dinosaurs.

· The science itself is not the problem, but how to interpret the data that is the problem.

· How was there enough water to cover the highest mountains?

· Find the longest mountain range in the world – the Mid-Atlantic Ridge.

· Gen. 7:11 - Hydrological pressure, water and steam, from underneath the plate tectonics shot water forty miles into the sky causing enough pressure to cause the land to buckle up forming the high mountains at the time of the flood (not before).

· Why do all the major mountain ranges run north to south?

· How do you get five million fish fossilized at 13,000 feet up in the Andes?

· Psalm 104:5-9
· Where did all the water go?  God says, “The mountains rose up, the valleys sank down.”  73% of the earth is covered by water – oceans.
