· 69-94% of churched youth are leaving the church after high school graduation and not returning.

Worldview Crisis among adults:

· There is a worldview crisis among our adults, which is why we have a worldview crisis among our students.

· Barna Research Group:  

· Only 4% of adults have a Biblical worldview.

· The majority of self-professing Christian adults and parents base their beliefs on feelings.

· 51% of pastors have a Biblical worldview.

Eleven Reasons why we must teach Biblical doctrine from children through adults;

1. Biblical doctrine (a) brings discernment and (b) reveals the will of God for our lives.

· Discernment

· Romans 12:2 - through studying God's Word we get discernment.

· Hebrews 5:12

· Revealing the will of God for our lives

2. Biblical doctrine prepares us for every good work.

· 2 Timothy 3:16-17:  "All Scripture is given by the inspiration of God...that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work."

· 1 Timothy 4:8 - "Godliness is profitable for all things."

3. There has been a huge falling away from Biblical truth. 

· The Bible describes this great apostasy or this falling away from Biblical truth in 2 Timothy 4:3-4:

· "For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine..."

· 2 Timothy 3:5 says the apostasy "will have a form of godliness."

4. False teaching is destroying lives. 

· Enemies of the truth know exactly how to encourage false teaching: "Education is thus a most powerful ally of humanism.  What can the theistic Sunday schools, meeting for an hour once a week, and teaching only a fraction of the children, do to stem the tide of a five-day program of humanistic teaching?" -1933, C.F. Potter, Humanism: A New Religion

· And Colossians 2:8 prescribes the antidote: "Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the tradition of men, according to the basic principles of the world, and not according to Christ." 

5. Biblical doctrine is not boring but a strong mooring.

· Jesus is God, how we know the Bible is true, or how we know Jesus rose from the dead
· Prophecy - over 300 prophecies fulfilled

· Messianic Prophecy - 109 specifically related to Him as Messiah

· The probability of just 20 of these prophecies being fulfilled in one person is less than one in one quadrillion one hundred and twenty-five trillion.

· Can the Resurrection be defended?

· The American Medical Association confirmed Jesus' death in 1987 through the puncturing of the pericardium (the flowing of blood AND water).

6. Biblical doctrine taught early and consistently builds a faith that lasts, and is not happening.

· In 2 Timothy 3:15 Paul, speaking about Timothy, says, "And that from childhood you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus." 

· Who was it that taught Timothy the scriptures from such an early age? 2 Timothy 1:5 answers the question: "...dwelt first in your grandmother Lois and your mother Eunice...'

7. Biblical doctrine impacts the heart and mind.

· The Bible mentions the heart and mind 826 times.

· Proverbs 4:23 explains that "out of the heart spring the issues of life."

· So preparing the soil of a child's or teen's heart is crucial if we want to plant the seeds of Biblical truth and see them grow to maturity.

· What are the goals of Christian education?

· To prepare the heart and mind to seek God.

· They would acknowledge their sin, repent and follow Jesus as their Savior (2 Timothy 3:15)

· Living a life centered around pleasing God, not men, by doing His will from the heart, and not from legalistic compulsion (Eph. 6:6-7; Romans 6:16)

· The Doctrine of Depravity

· Romans 2:15 - moral law is written on the heart and conscience
· conscience comes from two words - "con" meaning with, and "science" meaning knowledge

· I John 3:4 - "sin is lawlessness"

· Repentance (used over 100 times in the Bible) - 2 Corinthians 7:9-10, Matt 3:2, Mark 1:14-15)

8. Because there is no application without acquisition

· If we want to see anyone apply Biblical truth, they must first be taught truth, and encourage them to study Biblical doctrine and come to understand the character and nature of God it reveals.

· Knowledge means the acquisition of truth

· wisdom means the application of truth.

· So where do we find knowledge and wisdom?

· Proverbs 2: 6 explains, "For the Lord gives wisdom; from his mouth come knowledge and understanding.

· Proverbs 9:10: "The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.

· And Proverbs 1:7: "The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge."

9. Biblical doctrine convicts those that contradict.

· Titus 1:9 says: "Holding fast the faithful word as he has been taught that he may be able, by sound doctrine, both to exhort and convict those who contradict."

10. Biblical doctrine will last forever. 

· The Bible says that grass withers and the flower fades but the Word of God stands forever. The reason is, as John 1:1 tells us, the Word of God is God.

· So, when we commit ourselves to teaching and training hearts and minds with the Word of God, we are planting in the lives of others something that will last through all eternity. 

11. Because lives are at stake, and it is appointed unto every man to die once and then face judgment.
